Shaheed Gowariflyover barriers taken
down foIIowmg repeated crashes

Nagpur 6 June: In a
surprising turnaround, the
Public Works Depar(ment
(PWD) has had todismantle
the newly installed height
barriers on the Shaheed
Gowari Flyover just three
days after their installation,
following seven accidents
involving heavy
vehicles.The iron barriers,
each weighing nearly two
tonnes, were meant to limit
heavy vehicle access to the
aging flyover as a long-term
safety measure. However,
they quickly became
accident-prone structures.
Between Monday night and
Thursday evening, five
vehicles crashed into the
barriers atthe Zero Mile end
and two at the Rahate
Colony side, leaving them
severely damaged and
unusable.With the barriers
removed, the decades-old
Shaheed Gowari Flyover—
also known as the Sitabuldi
Flyover—is once again
vulnerable to damage from
overloaded vehicles. The
decision to dismantle the
barriers came after two
back-to-back collisions: a
cement mixer hit the
structure on Wednesday
night, followed by a bus
crash on Thursday
evening.This is the second
failed effortto safeguard the
flyover in under a year. In

the PWD
installed barriers worth Rs

August 2023,

15 lakh, which were
damaged within days.
Hoping to fix the issue,
authorities  installed a

stronger version this week,
spending another Rs 25
lakh.

Theoutcome: Rs40lakh
of public money gone, with
nothing left but twisted
metal— all within nine
months. A PWD official,
clearly frustrated, placed
part of the blame on the
Nagpur City traffic police.
“There should have been a
24/7 ftraffic checkpoint at
both ends of the flyover, at
least for a month, to
familiarize drivers with the
restriction. But the ftraffic
department refused to

cooperate, citing internal
constraints,” he said.

Even though seven
incidents were reported,
only two FIRs have been
filed—one each at Bajgj
Nagar and Sitabuldi police
stations—for damage to
public property. The lack of
proper action and
coordination between civic
and police departments has
raised serious concerns
about accountability. What
wasmeanttoimprove safety
has instead turned into a
clear case of poor planning,
weak execution, and no
follow-up. As of now, the
Gowari Flyover is back to
square one—open and at
riskfromthe very dangerthe
barriers were supposed to
stop.

Lloyds receives expert panelnod to expand
ironore miningin Gadchiroli

Gadchiroli 6 June: The experts appraisal committee (EAC) under the environmentand forests
ministry hasgivenagreensignalto Lloyds Metalsand Energy Limited (LMEL ) applicationseeking an
environmentalclearance (EC)toextractupto26 milliontonnes perannum (MTPA)ofiron ore fromits
mine at Surjagarh hills in Gadchirolidistrict. This approval allows LMEL, which currently has the only
operational mine in Gadchiroli, to more than double its output. The EC will remains valid for a period
of 30 years, according to the recommendation.Currently, LMEL has an EC tomine up to 10 MTPAof
iron ore. The EAC recommendation also clears the way for the extraction of 45 million tonnes of
banded hematite quartz (BHQ) from the iron ore block.While iron ore is found on the upper reaches
of the mines, BHQ is extracted from the lower depths of the mine. This is later crushed to extract
hematite. The company hopes to derive as much as 15 million tonnes of hematite after the crushing
process, said sources.A recommendation by the EAC, which comes under the ministry of
environment, forest and climate change (MOEFCC), is the final step towards granting EC. Aformal
document is expected to be issued soon, said a source involved in the process. The EAC has also
listed a number of conditions along with the recommendation to grant EC. The committee has
proposed that there will be no transportation of BHQ by road. The company is already building a
pipeline to transport itin slurry form. The company will have to follow up on the status of the wildlife
implementation plan from the forest officials and submit it to the ministry's regional office in Nagpur.
LMELwillalso havetodeploy equipmentlike cameratrapstorecordthe presence of wildanimals and
their movement in the area and take steps to control man-animal conflicts, says the EAC. The EAC
has also recommended that the company should use atleast 20% of vehicles thatrun on alternative
energy like electric, solar, or CNG in the site area. The company has also been asked by the EAC to
complete the public hearing commitments for the project within three years to address the people's
concernsovertheproject. ltwillhavetocomply withalltheactionplansmadetoaddresstheconcerns
and also record the outcomes.LMEL, which has mines at Surjagarh, is building an integrated steel
complex at Konsari, over 100km away. The ore mined from Surjagarh would largely feed the steel

complex at Konsari.

New Delhi, 6 June: Nearly 6,900 acre of land and
USD 9 billion investments will be required by 2030 for set-
ting up facilities for EV (electric vehicle) manufacturing,
lithium-ion battery production and public charging sta-
tions, according to Savills India.Real estate consultant
Savills India has released report ‘Charged for Change:

What is the defining
purpose of education? s it to
make more people literate,

Mahatma Gandhi once said,
“Literacy in itself is no
education...By education |
meananall-rounddrawingout
ofthebestinthechildandman-
body, mind and spirit.” In that
vein, education canbeviewed
as necessary fto create
thoughtful citizens with the
skills to navigate an ever-
changing world, who can
engage and negotiate with the
instrumentsofdemocraticrule
and create a more inclusive,
sustainable future. Today, the
world is made increasingly
uncertain by conflicts, climate
change, and the unfettered
growthof artificialintelligence.
In these circumstances,
education systems need to
produce aware, young people
with the skills necessary to
solve the problems they are
likely to face. Mechanical
knowledge of subjects is no
longer prized; itis the ability to
putthat knowledge to use that
is viewed as important. The
twin  responsibiliies  of
educationsystems, therefore,
are to prepare young people
for life and its challenges, and
to ensure each young person
learns effectively by providing
them the opportunity to do so
at their own pace. Given this,
where do we stand today?
From a policy perspective,
setting aside foramomentthe
political discussions under
way in different parts of the

country, the National
Education Policy (NEP) 2020
provides a  reasonable
framework for progress one
that would help achieve the
very goals mentioned.
However, policy documents
are one thing and practical
implementation quite another
and it is in the latter that
progress has beenuneven, or
we have often been found
wanting. First, let's look at the
foundation. The latest Annual
Status of Education Report
notes an uptick in reading and
mathematical abilities among
schoolchildren  after the
government's emphasis on
early learning. However, that
uptick starts from a low base;
with only 25-45 percent of
childrenacross gradesableto
read or do simple maths, we
arestillfarfromwhereweneed
to be. The Unified District
Information  System  for
Education report for 2023-24
shows that only 54 percent of
all schools have access to the
internet while only 50 percent
have functional computers for
students. Combining our
relatively low levels of literacy
and numeracy with
incomplete access to
technology creates an

alarming picture that we need
toaddressquickly. Aworldthat
values the ability to use and
control technology, has little
use foryoung peoplewho can
neither access the necessary
informationnorusethemeans
tomanipulateit.

Only 28 percentofeligible
studentsareenrolledinhigher
education. While this marks a
significant improvement over
earlier years, it is too low a
numberwhen considering the
universe of young people. We
have the world's second-
largest higher education
system, with some 58,000
institutions. Butthetruthisthat
the quality of these vary
greatly, whichiswhy only afew
witness a life-or-death
competitiontoenter.

A report by the
Confederation of Indian
Industry a few years ago
showednearly halftheseatsin
engineering colleges for the
mechanical stream had no
takers each year.
Unfortunately, the solution to
low enrolment is not in simply
opening more institutions,
because as we have
experienced, not enough
qualified  teachers  are
availabletorunthem.

New normalamic!a new cold war

The effect of Donald
Trump's return to the
White House is being
felt in capitals all over the
world. At the recently-
concluded Shangri-La
Dialogue in Singapore, the
spectreofanewcoldwarrose
once again to dominate
discussions. In his ASEAN
chairman’s statement,
Malaysian Prime Minister
Anwar |brahim categorically
asserted the return of a cold
war to systemic interstate
relations.

The reference does not
augur well for the ASEAN,
which has beentrying to build
resilience  within  while
maintaining a degree of
balance between the US and
China. The second important
aspect of this year's dialogue
has been the tough stand
India has placed onits recent
military stand-off with
Pakistan  following the
devastating terror attack at
Pahalgam. The subsequent
Indian political and military
action against Pakistan has
highlighted what the political
leadership is calling the 'new
normal’, signalling that
tolerance hasits limits.

Both these indicated a
changed environment at the
Shangri-La Dialogue,
especially as they implied
certain defining shifts. First,
the very definition of the term
‘cold war’ and how this period
will be different from the
earlier cold war. Second, the
Trump administration’s
impact on the wider Indo-
Pacific and what it expects
from the region vis-a-vis the
US-China rivalry. Third, the
choices for ASEAN states,
particularly in light of the
extending US-China rivalry.
And finally, how this affects
the role India plays within
multilateral forums and how
India’s definition of the new
normal affects the region.

First, the reference to a new

cold war is not new. Even
during the first Trump term, a
National Security Strategy
paper released by the
administration in November
2017 clearly reiterated that
the foremost threats to
American interests and
leadership in the global order
were from China and Russia,
articulating the tensions at
systemiclevels.

However, as opposed to
the earlier cold war, this
period is  significantly
different on two accounts.
Thereis nolonger a systemic
balance where only these
three states determine the
course of global politics;
several other countries wield
both economic and military
power that renders them
equally significant at the
systemic level. Moreover,
smaller states and groupings
are emerging and constantly
redefining themselves to
address  the  evolving
challengesintheglobalorder.
Thishasledtotheemergence
of multiple types of groupings
thatarebilateral, trilateraland
ones likethe Quad.

Second, the kind of
economic integration visible
today, especially among the
three most consequential
global players, was not there
the earlier cold war. So, while
thefirst Trump administration
saw the dominating theme of
the trade war with China
unfold, his second term has,
so far, seen relentless flip-

flops ontariff-related matters.
Today, China and Russia are
integral to the international
economy, and their
assertions will have
ramifications that cut across
both economic and security
matters,

Interestingly, the
statements made by US
Defence Secretary Pete
Hegseth at the Shangri-La
Dialogue left little space for
confidence in the US's ability
to protectits allies or offerany
concrete  provisions  for
resolving the geopolitical
tensions gripping the region.
Both Hegseth and Senator
Tammy Duckworth's
presence at the Shangri-La
Dialogue emphasised the
bipartisan approach to wider
issues in the Indo-Pacific,
even though there was a
nuanced distinction in their
assessment of the
administration's options.
While Hegseth articulated a
greater role and commitment
from the Asian allies,
Duckworth’'s approach on
understanding the needs of
different states was clearly
distinct. Third, ASEAN finds
itself in a tight spot—not
unusual, considering the
events shaping the region.
While closertiesto Chinaisa
givenfor mostASEAN states,
the emphasis ASEAN had in
terms of aduality of approach
towards its economic and
security ties is no longer
applicable. ASEAN's oft-
repeated rhetorical
statement of China being the
foremost economic partner
while the US would be the
security player no longer
holds merit in the deepening
discord betweenthetwo. The
bloc truly finds itself between
arock and a hard place. The
impact on the group is bound
to pull at the core and its
centrality will undoubtedly be
tested.

Civicbodyseeks 240 more e—buses

Nagpur 7 June: In a
major push for sustainable
public transport, the Nagpur
Municipal Corporation(NMC)
submitted a proposal to
Maharashtra govt seeking
240 additional electric buses
under the PM e-Bus Sewa
Scheme. This move
coincides with civic body's
phased scrapping of 237 old
diesel-run buses procured
over a decade ago under
Jawaharlal Nehru National
Urban Renewal Mission
(JNNURM).Inalettertourban

development  department,
municipal commissioner
Abhijest Chaudhari

requested 140 standard 12-
metre electric AC buses and
100 midi 9-metre electric AC
buses. The proposalfollows a
directive from the Union
ministry of housing and urban
affairs  (MoHUA), which
invited cities toindicate if they
require additional electric
alternatives under the central
scheme.Earlier, NMC was
allotted 150 electric buses
under the scheme and is now

looking to further bolster its
clean-energy fleet. The civic
body highlighted its
preparedness to handle the
additional buses, pointing to
progress in building depot
charging infrastructure and
back-end power systems
essential for electric
operations.Confirming  the
development, Aapli Bus
administrative officer Sonam
Deshmukh said the detailed
proposal, including technical
specifications, infrastructure
plans, and required
undertakings, was submitted
to the state-level steering
committee for approval. "The
expansion is expected to
reduce emissions, improve
air guality, and enhance daily
commuting experience
through quieter and more
reliable  transport” she
said.NMC previously owned
539 buses, including 237
sanctioned under JNNURM.
Thesearebeingphasedoutin
two stages: the first phase
involves auctioning 123
buses, followed by another

114 in the second phase.
Currently, NMC operates 150
midi, 45 mini, and 230 electric
buses. Of the electric fleet,
184 are AC buses and 46 are
non-AC. These buses run on
129 routes with an average of
6,209 daily trips, covering
nearly one lakh kilometres
and serving around 1.17 lakh
commuters each day.This
year, another 400 AC electric
buses will be added to the
Aapli Bus fleet—250 from the
state govt and 150 under the
PMe-BusSewaScheme. The
first batch of 40 centrally
sanctionedbusesisexpected
to arrive starting July. Depots
for these buses are being
developed at Koradi and
Khapri, while infrastructure
for the 250 state-allotted
busesis underconstruction at
Wathoda.

Disabled citizens deprived of toll exemp-

tion due to vehicle ownership clause

Anjangaon Surji 6 June (NAGPUR POST/TC): Although
the Central Government has provided toll tax exemptions for
disabled persons, the condition thatthe vehicle must be owned
by the individual has left many economically disadvantaged
disabled citizens deprived of this benefit There is now a
heartfelt pleato Union Road Transport Minister Nitin Gadkarito
relax this rule. The Ministry of Road Transport and Highways,
New Delhi, has defined special categories eligible for toll
exemption on national highways. While concessions are
available for disabled individuals, they are limited only to four-
wheelers owned by them. As a result, those who do notown a
vehicle cannot avail the exemption. Most disabled individuals,
especiallyinrural areas, are financially weak and cannot afford
to purchase a personal vehicle. They often travel in hired
vehicles for work, education, or medical needs. Yet, despite
possessing a UDID card, toll exemptions are denied. The
demand to extend toll relief based on UDID cards has received
widespread support across the state, with hopes for policy
amendmentssoon.Whentravelinginrented vehicles, disabled
individuals frequently face disputes attoll plazasand are forced
to pay charges, imposing financial strain. Due to the ownership
condition, only wealthy or well-off disabled individuals benefit
from the scheme. Whether or not a disabled person owns a
vehicle, they should receivetollexemption based on their UDID

Amravati district ranks first in
DBT scheme implementation

Amravati6 June (NAGPUR POST/DC): Amravatidistrict
has secured the firstrank in the state forimplementation of the
Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) scheme. Out of 2,48,724
registered beneficiaries, 2,11,139 have Aadhaar verification,
and1,75,469 have successfully receivedfinancial assistance.
Since the launch of the DBT process in December 2024,
thousands of beneficiaries under the Sanjay Gandhi Niradhar
Yojanaand Shravan Bal State Pension Scheme have received
grants directly into their Aadhaar-linked bank accounts. As of
May 2025, Amravati leads the state in registrations and fund
transfersthroughthe DBT portal. According tothe government
decision effective from January 2025, only Aadhaar-verified
beneficiariesareeligibleforsupportthroughDBT.Asof June2,
2025, 87,073 beneficiaries are registered under the Niradhar
Yojana, of which 75,977 are Aadhaar-verified, and 62,400
have received the May grant. Similarly, in the Shravan Bal
Scheme, 1,61,651 beneficiaries are registered, 1,35,162 are
verified, and 1,13,069 have received assistance. Many
beneficiaries have multiple bank accounts, and grants are
being transferred to the Aadhaar-linked one. Authorities have
appealed to all beneficiaries to ensure their scheme-related
bank accounts are linked to Aadhaar.
